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INTRODUCTION 

Two very valuable publications on the Tice families have 

been received since my "The Tice Families i n America", 19^7, thm 

f i r s t "A Genealogy of One Division of the Tice Family i n America", 

25 pp. by Wilfrid S. Dowling, mainly new material to me about the 

descendants of Andrew (my #157) of Montgomery, Orange Co., N.Y. 

but including the latter*s ancestors Johan Jury and Henrich, 

agreeing quite closely with my book. The introduction i s para­

phrased from my f i r s t paragraph. 

The other publication of 25 pages i s on the Maryland family 

by Elinor M. Tice covering perhaps more than 300 descendants of 

another Andrew (my #23). These descendants are scattered a l l 

over the mid-west and west as well as In Maryland. 

Another valuable contribution i s a 13 page outline of the 

Gilbert Tice family (my #71) of the Montgomery family by Mrs. 

Florence Dayton Benson with some help from her s i s t e r , Mrs. Ruth 

Dayton Roosa. 

Another valuable contribution was the pertinent pages of 

"Ancestors and Descendants of Dr. William Oliver Jones and His 

Wife Elizabeth Clay Lindsay" by Dr. William J. Mann, J r . of 

Warren, Pa. This traces some lines from Jacob Tice, one of the 

f i r s t Tice settlers i n North Carolina. 

Another event which adds little to a popular account but is 

extremely valuable genealogically about the Montgomery family was 

the discovery and publication of the marriage records of the Sha-

wangunk Church from 1790-1820 published in the "N.Y. Gen. and 
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Biog. Record", 87. This adds proof of about a dozen early 

marriages there, mostly children of John Christian Tice. 

I have written, without success, at least eight letters 

trying to get in touch with Kiss Tice or some relative of hers 

to make sure she had no objection to my including what she sent 

me and possibly additions to i t . The only reason for using i t 

i s that (at appreciable net extra cost to me) i t helps bring 

together, in my two books, everything I have been able to dis­

cover about the Tices. A letter addressed to Kr. Dowling was 

also returned as undeliverable. 

As a result of my book, several members of the family have 

sent in other valuable material about their lines, even back to 

the names of children bom up to about 150 years ago. I have 

been glad to include these. Mrs. Doris C. Farebrother of 

Ontario has indicated the wealth of material available there on 

Gilbert Tice (#9 of the Monmouth Co., N.J. line) who is the only 

Tice who was prominent in his loyalty to the Br i t i s h during the 

Revolution. (The only other Loyalist elsewhere I recollect was 

Abraham who settled at Di?by.) In the early days her family 

spoke of Gilbert as "Uncle", but we haven't been able to find 

the connection. A few families migrated to Ontario shortly after 

1800 before moving to Mich, or elsewhere i n the West. She also 

furnished the material under "Other Tice Families" on her li n e 

from William b. (1792) who she understands came from Bucks Co.,

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A summary of a l l the Tices i n the United States in 1790 Census 

is illuminating.

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I have had some of the apparently most promising later 

census records in Washington searched but at age 82 I can't have 

comprehensive searches made there nor write to every Tice whose 

address I could find from a comprehensive collection of c i t y 

directories and telephone directories, as I did for my f i r s t 

book. I have tr i e d to correspond with every Tice whose address 

I had but one of the most interesting phases of modern l i f e i s 

that 25 year old addresses aren't of much use now, even i f the 

party hasn't died and a good share of those I corresponded with 

25 years ago were elderly. What a contrast with 100 or 200 

years ago! 

I have t r i e d to reorganize a l l the material received into 

my form of presentation and have accepted i t as correct. 

This is arranged i n the same order as my Vol. I by corres­

ponding chapters with family identification in the same numbering 

system. Year dates i n parentheses are guesses, mostly based on 

census ages. Asterisks after names indicate that more informa­

tion Is given under the separate account numbers.

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9 GILBERT TICE from notes compiled partly from records i n the 

Ontario Archives Bldg., Toronto, served with the English i n the 

French and Indian War, then became Capt. in Butler's Rangers, 

was a close friend of S i r William Johnson, Supt. of Indian 

Affairs, who by securing Indian support for the B r i t i s h cause 

really saved Canada for Britain; was placed by him i n charge of 

his Inn near Johnstown, N.Y.; went to Canada with Guy Johnson 

and other Loyalists during the Revolution; went with Joseph 

Brant (three months) to England; i n 1785 or 1786 was assigned 

3000 acres of land of which he had drawn 1100 (before he died) 

In the northeastern part of Mount Dorchester, now Stamford, i n 

the D i s t r i c t of Niagara, the rest being assigned to Chrlstien i n 

1796; was appointed Sheriff of Nassau; and on 7 Nov. 1792 was 

referred to by the Surveyor General as the "late Major Tice". 

Mrs. Christina Tice survived him by more than 20 years. Up u n t i l 

1812 "Mrs. Tice's" was a landmark of note. His w i l l was regis­

tered in 1822 by David Bastedo. 

Mrs. Doris C. T. Farebrother of Chippewa, Ont., sent me 

this information with much more about her ancestors to identify 

whom she has searched considerably (See material for P. 270). 

When young she heard stories about "Uncle Gilbert" and at one 

time his gun was i n their family (with oval s i l v e r piece with an 

Indian head and date hammered In the stock). She has an old 

document of 6 Apr. 1809 between Gilbert, John Batchellor and 
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David Tice Bastedo. I t mentions Gilbert's dau. Bebeka "his 

only child". 

Gilbert*s w i l l of 8 Dec. 1?90 ( f i l e d at St. Catherines, 

Ontario) leaves his estate for l i f e to his wife Christlen and 

after that to his "nefew" David Bastedo and his son-in-law 

Ebenezer Batchelor on the express condition that he - "shall 

become a loyal c i t i z e n of Great Britain and reside i n the B r i t i s h 

dominions". If he doesn't comply (which he didn't) within 12 

months a l l goes to his "nefew". Gilbert had at one time owned 

considerable land i n the Mohawk Valley but got into financial 

deep water and the land sold under execution. 

Mrs. Farebrother gives several Canadian references, but with­

out complete identification, apparently mostly to the Ottawa 

Archivist, Vol. XXI, the Ontario Archives, 1905» the Canadian 

Archives (Haldimand Papers B 105, and 190*0 and N.Y. State Library 

Collection of William Johnson Papers Mss. In another l e t t e r Mrs. 

Farebrother says there i s considerable material i n various Cana­

dian archives and some in London about Gilbert Tice, mostly about 

his property there, some land of which was in dispute as late as 

1928. 

Christina died about 1823-4 and David Tice Bastedo set aside 

a burial plot for her at Blnbrook. Capt. Gilbert Tice i s i n the 

"List of U.E. Loyalists in the Indian Dept. with a wife and four 

children". This may be also included i n the Diary of Mrs. Simcoe. 
"Some of the Canadian records state: "At the time Gilbert Tice 
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was i n the area there was also a John Tice from N.J. believed 

to be his brother". Could he have been either John, #8, or 

John, #57. of the Monmouth Co. branch? 

Rev. W. N. P. Dailey in a pamphlet (1930) on S i r William 

Johnson devotes a note to Gilbert Tice, including more about 

the history of the inn, that Gilbert v i s i t e d there after the 

war and Zephaniah Batcheller, Esq., a Johnstown patriot married 

a daughter of Gilbert Tice. Who has changed his name?

An interesting point bearing on whether this Tice family 

was German or Dutch i s that the 1880 census record of John #44, 

b. ca. 1800, gives him as born i n N.Y., his father as b. Ger. 

and his mother •unknown1. (Of course i t was his grandfather who 

came to America.) I don»t consider this as proof but i t agrees 

with the fact that their f i r s t settlement here was in a German 

community. "History of Rise and Progress of Methodism In the 

Warwarslng and Mamakatinc: Valleys" (1897) on the authority of 

Cornelius, #60, b. ca. 1809 says Joseph Henry came from Germany 

about 1735. "Portrait and Biographical Album of Branch Co., 

Mich." about Jonathan C. #197, b. ca. 1800 says he was of German 

descent. "Genealogy of Southern N.Y., I I , 688, says the same. 

"History of Cass Co., Mich." (1882) about Isaac T., #159, b. 1796 

says that his father, Henry, was of German birth and parentage. 

For my f i r s t book I had Montgomery records for a few others 

who conceivably may have been related to the f i r s t settlers but 

concluded that their probabilities were not sufficient to warrant 

their Inclusion but now I have decided to include them so each 

reader can Judge for himself. Also they may have been related to 

Johann P h i l i p Theis of Bergen Co., N.J. (P. 4 l ) . 

Johann Phllllpus Spies and Maria Catherine Kerslngon were 

witnesses of bap. of Phllllpus Krlst 15 Oct. 1751 and then they 

themselves had Barent bap. 3 Sept. 1753. Johann Phllllpus Speis 

and Antje Hul were witnesses at bap. of Antje Maul 15 Oct. 1751 
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Friederick Spies and Antje Velde had Johannes bap. 22 Apr. 1?62. 

Andreas Kaafman and Anna Julianna "Fire" had Johannes bap. 29 

Jan. 1752. How easily "Tice" could have been misread "Fire"? I 

wonder how i t was in German script.

Port Richmond, Staten Island, N.Y., 28 Mar. 1736, dau. of Hans 

Phi l i p Sinsabaugh and J u l i a Catherine Pickerling according to 

Frank H. Rathbun in "History of the Families of Sinsiabaugh 

Sincebaugh, Sincerbeaux, Sincerbox - 1700-1900". See my 

"Descent from 79 Early Immigrant Heads of Families", for how l t 

happened that I discovered this baptism. 

11 HENRY TICE. About 1925 my father visited a l l the Tice rela­

tives about whom he knew and made up a l i s t with a few dates of 

a l l of Henry's children and their children. He found something 

about nine children of Henry. Everything in i t checks out with 

other information available except that he gave the name of 

Philip's wife, #47, as Mandy Livingston and that of Betsey's hus­

band as Henry Corner. I haven't been too sure that she m. Henry 

Cornell though that appears to be the best solution. However, 

Just discovering that i n the 1880 census John, #44, was l i v i n g 

with Betsey Conner, 68, i s Interesting. Could the name have been 

pronounced so that different people spelled i t differently? 

Mr. Wilfred S. Dowling in his monograph on "A Genealogy of 

a Division of the Tice Family in America" appropriated practically 
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a l l my information (except about the children) covering "my" 

Henry, #11, to "his" Henry, #22, despite the fact that they had 

different wives and different children at the same time and 

lived so far apart. Then he traces the descendants of his 

Henry1s son, Andrew, down almost to the present date.

"George wounded at Battle of Pair Oaks". I now suppose the 

clarifying record i s in #468,820 which Mr. Dowling mentions 

though I understand there may have been #720,572 and 

S.C. 481930. 

I am now assuming that Mr. Dowling gives correct records on 

George A. which I am giving under #469, though much of this i n ­

formation I classed before as "unplaced" under #499. I am now 

making the rash assumption that George H. (#463) may have had 

two good sized families. I t seems best to include only the two 
new accounts without trying to explain everything considered. 
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There may possibly be obituary notices or other information 

somewhere for someone else to f i n d . So eliminate #499 and sub­

s t i t u t e the two new #463 and #469.
